Oxford Con is committed to providing a safe, respectful, and inclusive environment for
everyone—especially our cosplayers. This is a family-friendly convention, and we take guest
safety seriously. We strictly prohibit any form of harassment.

Harassment includes, but is not limited to:
e Touching anyone without clear permission (this includes hugs or posing for photos)
e Taking photos or videos of someone without their consent
e Unwanted verbal attention or inappropriate comments
e Following or stalking individuals
Always ask first. Whether you want to take a photo, or interact in any way—get consent. If

someone says no, respect their decision immediately.

Anyone caught engaging in harassing behavior will be removed from the event. Depending on
the situation, law enforcement may be contacted at the discretion of Oxford Con staff.
